NOMINATION GUIDELINES and AWARD CRITERIA

1. This is an annual award given to a current pupil or pupils of Bruntsfield Primary School to recognise significant achievement, either as an individual or a group. Nominations may be from pupils, parents, teachers and the community/external bodies.  

2. The Nature of the award and recipient name/s will be recorded each year in a ‘Golden Book’, along with a citation and description of the Achievement. This Book is held in the school cabinet and displayed open at the current page.

3. A medal and certificate will be presented and retained by the recipient/s to acknowledge the achievement.

What does achievement mean? 

· Acts of uniqueness or individuality that merit recognition.
· Creative or innovative impact on the working or health of the school and its pupils.
· Overcoming significant odds or individual ‘challenge’.

· Acts of bravery.
· Acknowledgement of self motivation and/or achievement of a personal goal.
· Person or group making a significant difference to another community or individual, this may not necessarily be financial or high profile, but could be one of citizenship or humanitarianism support.
· Positive representation of the school or pupils.
Note: The award is an additional award and not a replacement or substitute for existing methods of recognition e.g.  House awards, Captains etc.
