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Bruntsfield Primary School recognises the Scottish Government guidance on reducing uniform costs and making branded uniform non-compulsory. In a commitment to cost reduction and sustainable practice, we also offer free used uniform* (details below).

Parents are asked to co-operate in encouraging the wearing of basic school uniform. Bruntsfield’s flexible uniform guidance consists of:

Preferred:
· Mid-blue school sweatshirt or cardigan (with or without school logo)

Optional additions:
· White polo shirt
· Dark-coloured bottoms
· PE ‘House’ t-shirt – generic (or branded) t-shirt in a specific colour. Houses are allocated in Primary 1.

The appropriate clothing for PE is a t-shirt (‘House’ or otherwise) and comfortable bottoms. Football strips are not allowed. For swimming (Primary 4): a swimsuit and swimming cap. 

Uniform can be purchased from various high street retailers and supermarkets. We have also sourced a low cost, local uniform provider, where branded items may be purchased: link.

Please label all items of clothing (particularly sweatshirts, which are often mislaid!).

If you have any queries regarding uniform, contact the Admin Office or speak to the Head Teacher.

*If you need assistance with uniform, BPS is committed to offering free used uniform and keeps a stock of most sizes (email family@bruntsfield.edin.sch.uk, with a note of what you need). There is also a used uniform stall at the Parent Council-run summer fair.
